Ex 25

- God honoring attitude behind the giving- every man whose heart is 
willing 

- God is precise in the directions He gives to Moses in the construction 
of every aspect of this worship center.

- Point ultimately to Christ



Ex 26

- Further instructions on construction
- You shall hang up the veil under the clasps, and you shall bring in 

the ark of the testimony there within the veil; and the veil shall 
separate for you the holy place and the Holy of Holies. You shall 
put the mercy seat on the ark of the testimony in the Holy of 
Holies.

-  Veil that separates the Holy Place from the Holy of Holies is for a 
very specific reason

- Instructions on the bronze altar and court of the tabernacle 

- 150 x 75 ft. 
- Outer hangings- 7.5ft.
